INFANT CLASS SIZE APPEALS ARE ONLY SUCCESSFUL IN VERY LIMITED CIRCUMSTANCES, SO PLEASE THINK VERY CAREFULLY BEFORE MAKING AN APPEAL OF THIS TYPE.
An Infant Class Size (ICS) appeal can only be successful if:
- a) the admission of an additional child would not breach the ICS limit of 30 pupils per school teacher; or
- b) the admission arrangements did not comply with admissions law or were not correctly and impartially applied and the child would have been offered a place if the arrangements had complied or had been correctly and impartially applied; or
- c) the decision to refuse admission was not one which a reasonable Admission Authority would have made in the circumstances of the case.  BUT it is not the usual meaning of “reasonable” which applies here but the far stronger legal meaning.  The Courts have said that for you to succeed at appeal, the admission authority’s decision to refuse you the school place was: ‘perverse in the light of the admission arrangements’ which means “beyond the range of responses open to a reasonable decision maker’. So, for example, it is extremely unlikely that you will be successful at appeal even if the refusal of the school place makes it impossible for you to continue working or to get your children to school on time. If the admission authority has not allocated your child to one of your preferred schools but has offered a place at the nearest school to your home with available places, this would be a reasonable decision and you are extremely unlikely to be successful at appeal. Please bear in mind that many parents find it distressing that their personal circumstances cannot be taken into account in most appeals for Reception, Years 1 and 2.
